As instituicoes europeias tém de reconhecer,
associar e apoiar a sociedade civil no ambito de
um didlogo civil estruturado

Senhora Presidente Ursula von der Leyen,
Senhora Presidente Roberta Metsola,
Senhor Embaixador Willem van de Voorde,

Os signatdrios da presente carta instam as instituicdes
da UE a adotarem medidas exequiveis para aplicar as
disposicoes do Tratado com vista a um dialogo aberto,
transparente e regular com a sociedade civil em todos
os dominios de intervencao.

Os signatarios apelam as instituicdes da UE para que:

1. iniciem o processo com vista a assinatura de um
acordo interinstitucional sobre o didlogo civil,

2. criem, em cada instituicao, cargos de lideranca
responsaveis pelas relacdes com a sociedade civil e

3. incentivem e promovam uma maior cooperacao entre
0s agentes civicos e sociais.

Enquanto um dos principios democraticos da UE
consagrados nosTratados, o artigo 11.°doTratado da Uniao

Europeia dispde que as instituicdes da UE estabelecem um
didlogo aberto, transparente e regular com as associacdes
representativas e com a sociedade civil. Nao obstante essa
disposicdo juridica, o didlogo civil continua fragmentado
e ndo é organizado de forma estruturada em todas as
instituicoes da UE. Em muitos casos, o didlogo civil é
uma ocorréncia pontual e tanto a sua frequéncia como
a qualidade variam consideravelmente, dependendo do
dominio de intervencao, da instituicao europeia ou do
Estado-Membro.

Os decisores politicos foram alertados, mais uma
vez, para o valor do didlogo civil, quando este foi
salientado pelo Plenario da Conferéncia sobre o
Futuro da Europa, composto por membros do publico,
representantes das instituicoes e dos érgaos consultivos
da UE, representantes eleitos a nivel nacional, regional e



local e membros da sociedade civil organizada. O relatério
final da conferéncia, publicado em maio de 2022, propbe
«reformar o funcionamento da Unido Europeia, associando
melhor os parceiros sociais e a sociedade civil organizada,
e «reforcar as estruturas existentes, a fim de melhor refletir
as necessidades e as expectativas dos cidadaos da UE no
processo de tomada de decisao» (proposta n.° 39, capitulo
sobre a democracia europeia). Recorde-se igualmente a
proposta n.° 36, cujo objetivo é <aumentar a participacao
dos cidadaos e dos jovens», nomeadamente ao «reforcar a
cooperacdo entre os legisladores da UE e as organizacbes
da sociedade civil de forma a tirar partido da ligagao entre
os decisores politicos e os cidadaos que constituem as
organizacoes da sociedade civil».

Os signatarios da presente carta instam a execucdo destas
recomendacdes através de uma abordagem ambiciosa.
Estdo firmemente convictos de que serd necessaria uma
abordagem mais estruturada a nivel da UE para aproveitar
plenamente o potencial da participacao das organizacdes
da sociedade civil na elaboragao das politicas.!

Por conseguinte, lancam um apelo conjunto as instituicbes
europeias para que:

1. Iniciem o processo com vista a assinatura de um
acordo interinstitucional sobre o dialogo civil?, que
preveja a estrutura, a regularidade, a transparéncia
e a inclusividade do didlogo civil na elaboracao das
politicas nacionais e da UE, contribuindo para a
aplicacéo efetiva do artigo 11.°, n.os 1 e 23, do Tratado
da Unido Europeia®*.

2. Criem, neste contexto, o cargo de «coordenador/a
da sociedade civil» em cada direcao-geral da
Comissao Europeia, andlogo ao cargo ja proposto
de «coordenador/a do didlogo social». Além disso,
as instituicbes da UE devem estabelecer cargos de
lideranca responsdveis pelas relacdes com a sociedade
civil. Um dos vice-presidentes da Comissao
Europeia deve assumir a funcdo do didlogo com a
sociedade civil. Adicionalmente, deve reforcar-se o
papel do vice-presidente do Parlamento Europeu
responsavel pelos contactos com a sociedade
civil. O Secretariado do Conselho e, a nivel nacional,
os gabinetes do Parlamento Europeu e da Comissdo
devem igualmente estabelecer um didlogo regular
com a sociedade civil. A criagao de canais diretos para

a participacao das organizacdes da sociedade civil
no processo de elaboracao de politicas da UE pode
contribuir para definir politicas mais bem direcionadas
e mais eficazes em todos os dominios e assuntos
socioeconémicos.

3. Os signatdrios respeitam totalmente as prerrogativas
dos parceiros sociais no didlogo social, nas negociacées
tripartidas e na negociacao coletiva. Ao mesmo tempo,
as partes interessadas da sociedade civil dispéem de
amplos conhecimentos, competéncias especializadas
e contactos estabelecidos nas comunidades e
sociedades, pelo que os signatérios consideram que
os intervenientes da sociedade civil devem fazer ouvir
a sua voz se for caso disso. Com efeito, as organizacdes
da sociedade civil eficazes e responsaveis podem
colaborar com os governos e com as organizacdes de
empregadores e de trabalhadores para promover os
direitos no trabalho, incentivar a criacdo de emprego,
concretizar a transicao ecolégica e digital e reforcar a
protecao social.

As instituicdes da UE dispdem de todos os instrumentos
necessarios para se empenharem e realizarem progressos
consideraveis no ambito destas propostas antes das
eleicdes europeias de 2024. Poderia ser dado um primeiro
passo nesse sentido através de uma comunica¢dao da
Comissao Europeia sobre o reforco do didlogo civil a
nivel da UE e uma proposta de recomendacao sobre
a promocao do dialogo civil nos Estados-Membros, a
semelhanca da iniciativa para o reforco do dialogo
social’, em seguimento do relatério anual sobre a
aplicacdo da Carta dos Direitos Fundamentais®. Tal estaria
também em consonancia com o apelo ja formulado em
prol de uma estratégia para a sociedade civil’.

Os signatarios da presente carta prontificam-se a trabalhar
em parceria com as instituicdes, a fim de definir os
elementos constitutivos principais e as condicdes para
colocar em pratica as referidas propostas.
