	The Commission thanks the Committee for its opinion.
In December 2024, the Energy Charter Conference adopted and approved the relevant decisions on the modernisation of the Energy Charter Treaty (the Treaty). Nevertheless, the modernised Treaty will enter into force only after at least three-fourths of the Contracting Parties have deposited the instruments of ratification, acceptance or approval to the depositary.
At this stage, the Commission is analysing options for the next steps given the effective withdrawal of the European Union from the Treaty that has taken place on 28 June 2025. To that end, the Commission takes note of the points made in the EESC opinion.
