The president moved that the Committee turn to agenda item 22 - adoption of an opinion on the

Single market – tackling unjustified territorial supply constraints
Exploratory opinion at the request of the Commission.

The preliminary work had been carried out by the Section for the Single Market, Production and Production (president: Émilie PROUZET). The rapporteur was Antje GERSTEIN

As the section had adopted its opinion with less than five votes against on 15 April and no amendments had been tabled, the Committee decided unanimously not to hold a general discussion and to put the opinion straight to the vote (Rules 64(4) and 76(3)).

The opinion was adopted by 184 votes to two with four abstentions.
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
